2018	proved	an	extremely	successful	
year	 for	 Phoenix	 Taekwondo	 in	 the	
National	Dan	(Black	Belt)	Examinations.	
At	the	September	grading	we	entered	a	
whopping	 10	 students	 achieving	 a	
100%	 pass	 rate.	 This	 group	 also	
included	 our	 first	 students	 to	 train	 all	
the	 way	 from	 Little	 Dragons	 to	 Black	
Belt!	 This	 month	 all	 our	 students	
received	 their	 world	 recognized	 Black	
Belt	 Certification	 directly	 from	 the	
world	 headquarters	 of	 Taekwondo	 –	
The	Kukkiwon	-	in	South	Korea.	As	well	
as	their	official	certificates,	all	students	
also	received	their	own	personal	World	
Taekwondo	membership	cards.
