Last	 month,	 16	 Phoenix	 Taekwondo	 students	
received	 their	 international	 Black	 Belt	 certification	
direct	 from	 the	 ‘Kukkiwon’,	 the	world	 headquarters	
for	 Taekwondo.	As	well	 as	 receiving	 their	 Kukkiwon	
Certificates,	everyone	also	received	their	own	ID	card	
with	 a	 unique	 Kukkiwon	 number	 registering	 them	
worldwide	 in	 Taekwondo!	 Congratulations	 to	 Jack,	
Sammy,	 Ben,	 Ruby,	 Eva,	 Drew,	 Harry,	 Jo,	 Mike,	
Juliette,	Ben,	Hannah,	Natasha,	Sam,	Stuart	and	Joao.	
We	 also	 have	 5	 even	 higher	 Black	 Belt	 grades	 who	
have	to	wait	a	little	longer	for	their	certification	to	be	
processed.	 This	 brings	 the	 total	 number	 of	
internationally	certified	Phoenix	Black	Belts	to	40!
